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Information you need to get and information to talk about with each person.  

· Dinner or snacks after the hike to wind down:

· Directions (keep it simple, get them to use a map, estimate travel times):

· Car pools (how many can they take, are they willing to car pool if someone is coming from there area): If they are coming with a friend, wife, etc, try and get the names to fill in the slots below, and also how many extra spaces there will be in their car.

· Group size: Decide how many people do you want, make a line on the table below, extras are a waiting list, over book a couple is OK because typically some people don’t show.

· What they need to bring (WATER 1 quart/5 miles, lunch, hiking boots, flashlight, rain gear, other fun stuff  - kite? camera?):  

· Ask about recent trips they’ve been on, try to get a feel for their skill level and current medical condition – particularly injuries, and chronic conditions such as heart, diabetes, severe allergies (bee stings). 

· Weather forecast:

TAKE THIS WITH YOU TO THE MEETING PLACE.  Try to arrive 10 mins early, and wait 5 mins extra for latecomers.  If you take this with you, you’ll know who’s late.
